15. 
Entrants will be supplied with Time Cards and details of the Special Stages at Documentation Scrutiny on Saturday 13th July 2002.  

Servicing will be permitted only in the area specified in the Final Instructions K34.3 & K34.3.1.

16. 
Competitors will be identified by regulation size competition numbers, which WILL NOT be supplied by the organisers. These numbers must be affixed to each front door and must be in position before the vehicle is presented for scrutineering.  Competitors must also make available to the Organisers an area of 645 sq. cm. for advertising (E2.24.1)

17. 
Marking and penalties will be as per K31, with the alteration/additions of the following:-


16.1 K31 (j) For each minute over Target time on a road section or Service Area - 10 secs.


16.2 Failure to report for scrutiny at the time/date stated on Final Instructions - £10.00

In the event of a tie, the competitor with the greater number of faster Special Stage times will be the winner.  Failing this the competitor with the faster time on the last stage will be the winner, and then the penultimate stage, and so on until a winner be obtained.

Maximum Permitted Lateness will be 15 minutes.

K34.2
Competitors will be required to reduce lateness by either foregoing or reducing any period of time provided for remaining at a Control or Official Halt.  These Controls/Official Halts will be designated in the Road Book.

Controls/Checks will open 15 mins before the Due Time of arrival of the first car and close 15 mins after the Due Time of arrival of the last car.

19. Insurance

Th event is a round of the Beginners Championship

2.
The meeting will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd. (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA.), and these Supplementary Regulations.

3.
MSA Permit has been applied for.

4.
The meeting is open to all fully elected members of the above Club and who hold a valid MSA Competition Licence.  All competitors must produce valid Club Membership Cards and a National 'B' Competition Licence at Documentation.

5.
The event will start and finish in the Ballynahinch area and will contain up to twelve Special Stages.  Total stage mileage will be approximately 25 miles.  

6. 
The programme for the event will be as follows: -

6.1.  Scrutineering.

Scrutiny will take place in Ballynahinch on the morning of Saturday 13th July 2002.  Individual times and location for Scrutiny will be advised in Final Instructions.  Competitors failing to attend scrutiny at the time stated in these instructions will be penalised as per SR16.2.  Any competitor not signed on by 0930hrs WILL be excluded and his place taken by a competitor from the Reserve Entry List, should one exist, or failing this he may be requested to take up a place at the end of the starting list.  At scrutiny cars will be examined for compliance with tyre and vehicle safety regulations as well as for class eligibility.  All vehicles must comply with  MSA Technical Regulations.
